
Visiting Our Dublin Offices
Getting to our central office locations in Dublin is straightforward 

with several sustainable transportation options.  

Both offices are located within less than 5 minutes walking distance of each other.  
Please note that our M&K Office at Bride Street is not wheelchair accessible. Please let 

us know if you require accessible facilities, and we will be happy to welcome you at 
our fully accessible Main Office at Merchants Quay.

• Numerous bus routes serve the area, providing convenient 
connections to various parts of Dublin. Eight of these bus stops are 
within 1-7 min walk distance from the offices. 

• From Dublin Airport take the Dublin Express (782) and get off at 
Merchant's Quay bus stop. Walk 1-3 mins to 25/26 Merchants Quay or 
5 City Gate. Or take the Aircoach (Route 700) or Dublin Bus (Route 
16 or 41) to the city center. Get off at O'Connell Street, take the Luas 
Red Line (towards Tallaght/Saggart) and get off at the Four Courts 
stop. Walk 5 mins to 25/26 Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate.  

The Luas Red Line stops Smithfield and Four Courts are both within 5 
minutes walking distance to the offices.

Bike

The Luas Red Line and Dublin bus connect with Dublin’s main railway 
stations Connoly and Heuston. 

From Heuston Station: 
Walk: From Heuston you can walk to the offices in 20 minutes.  
By Luas: Walk to the nearby Heuston Luas stop. Take the Red Line 
(towards The Point) and get off at Four Courts. Walk 5 mins to 25/26 
Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate.  
By Bus: Take Dublin Bus route 13, 40, or 123 towards the city center. 
Get off at the Merchants Quay stop. Walk 1-3 minutes to 25/26 
Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate  

From Connolly Station:
By Luas: Walk to Connolly Luas stop, Take the Luas Red Line (towards 
Tallaght/Saggart) and get off at Four Courts. Walk 5 mins to 25/26 
Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate.  
By Bus: Take Dublin Bus route 13, 40, or 123 from Busáras. Get off at 
Merchants Quay or nearby stops. Walk 1-5 minutes to 25/26 Merchants 
Quay or 5 City Gate. 

Bike racks are available at the Merchant’s Hall office. The bike rental 
company Bleeper is located in the Merchants Hall building and 
Dublin Bikes also has several stations in The Liberties, making it easy 
to rent and ride a bike around the area. The closest station to our 
offices is High Street, only a 3-6 mins walk away.

Park and Ride Options: 
Park and Ride - Red Cow: Park your car at the Red Cow Park and 
Ride facility. Take the Luas Red Line from Red Cow to Four Courts. 
Walk 5 mins to 25/26 Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate.  
Park and Ride - Sandyford: Park your car at the Sandyford Park and 
Ride facility. Take the Luas Green Line from Sandyford to 
O'Connell/Abbey Street. Transfer to the Red Line Luas at 
O'Connell/Abbey Street and head towards Four Courts. Walk 5 mins to 
25/26 Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate.  
Park and Ride - Point Village: Park at the Point Village and take the 
Luas Red Line towards Tallaght/Saggart. Get off at Four Courts and 
walk 5 mins to 25/26 Merchants Quay or 5 City Gate.
